GOD IS A REDEEMER AND A RESTORER
1) Restoration—to restore back more  than you have lost, causing the final state to be greater than the original condition.

2) God’s Holy Spirit redeems out times and moments. He does not allow them to be wasted; God does not waste our pain.
3) Every broken segment of our lives is made beautiful in the hands of our Creator.

4) Our present circumstances do not have to define our future. Keep it in God’s hands.

5) We need to move from a season of persecution into a season of restoration. This can be easier said than done.
6) Look at your life right now!  Are you the persecuted one, the struggling one, the depressed one, the forgotten one, the lonely one, the sick one, or the defeated one?

7) Lies from the enemy swirl around you and whisper to you in weak moments. DO NOT LISTEN to him; he is s liar!
8) Do not give false power—control, authority or influence—to present circumstances.

9) Instead, decree [declair] the power, capacity, aptitude, authority and strength to the wonderful works of God!

10) If you do this, you will be called the healed one, the victorious one. Do this and YOU WILL RENEW YOUR MIND TO SEE GOOD, LEADING TO HOPE.
11) Continually remind yourself of who God is, that HE alone holds the power.

12) Strengthen yourself in the Lord and engage with Him over His promise to you.
