[image: image1.png]9.) Phrygia —means “dry and barren, unfruitful and unproductive”.

v God is looking for fruitfulness. John 15:8 — “Herein is my Father

glorified, that ye bear much fruit.”
10.) Pamphylia — means “every tribe, a mixing of thought and culture”.
¥ When you're full of the Spirit, you won't have one foot in the
Kingdom and the other in the world. The disciples were “sold out”
for Jesus.
11) Egypt ~ means “anguish or confinement”.

¥ Egyptis a type of the world. The world will keep you bound up /
restricted. The Holy Spirit came to set us free.

12) Libya - means “to thirst”. (John 7:37-39)

¥ The Holy Spirit came to quench the thirst of our souls. (When you're
not full, you start looking for something sinful to satisfy.)

13.) Cyrene —means “controlling coldness”.

' God wants to bring you to the place where you're gracious with
others, not controlling.

14.) Rome — means “self-reliance or selfish ambition”.

¥ The Holy Ghost came to be our helper. Why? Because you need
one!

15.) Crete —means “fleshly”.

/' The Holy Spirit helps us gain control of our flesh.

16.) Arabians — means “sterile”. (Without the Holy Spirit, we can’t
reproduce. He came to make us effective witnesses for Christ.)

WHAT THE HOLY SPIRIT CAME TO DO

Acts 2:

— “When the day of Pentecost was fully come, the believers were
gathered together in one place. And suddenly there came a sound from
heaven like a rushing mighty wind, and it filled the whole house where they
were sitting.”

¥ Notice, it said a “sound” came. The Bible didn’t say it was windy. It
sounded like wind. And the sound filled the house where they were
sitting.

“They saw something that looked like flames of fire. The flames separated
‘and stood over each person there. And they were all filed with the Holy
Ghost, and began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit enabled them to
speak.”

' That's usually as far as we read. And then we talk about tongues.
(Now don't get me wrong! Speaking in tongues is a great subject.
But the Holy Spirit came into our lives to do more than just that.)
This chapter gives us an outline of what the Holy Spirit came to do in
our lives. Let's keep reading.

“Many godly Jews were in Jerusalem that day, devout Jews from all over
the world. When they heard the sound, a crowd quickly gathered. Each
person was startled to recognize his own when the disciples
spoke.”

' Notice, it didn't just use the term “languages”. It spoke of “dialects”"
(A dialect refers to ways that different groups speak the same.
language. For instance, we both might speak English, but if you're
from England, you speak with an English accent and use different
expressions than we use in North America. And if 'm from Texas, Il
speak English with a southern drawl and say things like “Y'all".)

“How can this be?” they exclaimed. “For these men are all from

Galilee! How is it possible that we each hear them in our own proper
dialect? There are Parthians, Medes and Elamites; there are men whose
homes are in Mesopotamia, in Judea and Cappadocia, Pontus, Asia,




[image: image2.png]Phrygia, Pamphylia, Egypt, and the parts of Libya near Cyrene, as well as
visitors from Rome! There are Jews and proselytes, men from Crete and
men from Arabia, yet we can all hear these men speaking of the
magnificence of God in our native tongues.”

¥ Why would Luke list all the different places they had come from?
Because names in the Bible have meanings. And each of these
places represents a need in our lives that the Holy Spirit came tofill.

A Look at the People Groups That Were Present:

1.) Parthians -~ means “fled in fear”.

/' The Holy Spirit was given to bring us out of fear and into faith. Peter
is our best example here. On the night of the crucifixion, he denied
the Lord when a teenage girl confronted him. After he was filled
with the Spirit, he boldly preached on the day of Pentecost. What a
change the Spirit made in his life!

2.) Medes - means “little measure”.

¥ This refers to how we see ourselves. The best example of this
mindset is founy :33 - “And there we saw the giants!
“ The Holy Ghost will
help you gain a more healthy, more Biblical view of yourself.

3) Elamites ~ means “concealed, hidden from sight”.

' The Holy Spirit was given to bring revelation into your life.

Isa. 28:9-13 ~ “Whom shall he teach knowledge? and whom shall he
make to understand doctrine? them that are weaned from the milk, and
drawn from the breasts.” (You don't have to be an adult to understand
the Bible. Even children can be taught of the Lord.)

“For ERSRRRRRRRRREE ccex unon precent; line pon line,
line upon line; here a little, and there a little ...” (That's how the Bible is
written. You won't find the “Book of Marriage”, or the “Book of

Healing”. Those doctrines are scattered throughout 66 Books.)

“For ERNNEARRSERRRBRIENE 1/ he soeck to this
people. To whom he said, This i the rest ... and this is the refreshing .
But the word of the Lord was unto them precept upon precept, precept
upon precept; line upon line, line upon line; here a ttle.”

¥ In this verse, God gives us one of the best methods of Bible study.
Read and study (“precept upon precept:), stop and pray in tongues
(“stammering lips”). Then go back to reading (“precept upon
precept”).

4.) Mesopotamia - was a land mass between the Tigeris and and
Euphrates rivers. It means “between two sources”.

' We saw it in our series on the Sermon on the Mount. No man can
serve two masters. The Holy Spirit came to help you become single-
minded on Jesus

5.) Judaea - means “a celebration of praise”.

V' The Holy Spirit came to make praise exciting.

6.) Cappadocia ~ means “sphere of isolation”.

/' One of the main things the enemy wants to do is isolate us, so he can
pick us off, one by one. The Holy Spirit came to bring believers
together.

7.) Pontus — means “a marine at sea, tossed to and fro by the waves”.

' Ephesians 4:14 talks about being “tossed to and fro, carried about
with every wind of doctrine”. The Holy Ghost came to bring stability

to our lives.

8.) Asia—means “slime or filth”. (He came to free us from the chains of
sin.)
